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Preface 
 

In February 2022, several friends came together to help each other learn how 

to better receive and follow inspiration from Above—in other words, how to 

better listen to God. We call ourselves the Rhema Practice Group, from the 

Greek word rhema that the earliest Christians use to refer to personally heard 

Word of God. The group co-created a book to be published soon by Balboa 

Press, titled “Love Languages of God: Our Experiences of God.” 

 

In early 2023, the Rhema Practice Group whom I belong was planning to pilot-

test a leadership training course for farmers in Central Luzon, called Maka-

Diyos na Pamumuno or God-Centered Leadership. We felt that desirable social 

change should be sustainable, inclusive, and responsive. However, before 

social change happens, we believe that change within one’s self must begin 

with a firm foundation of spirituality and faith. Being aware of differences in 

religious beliefs which can be divisive, we decided to focus on practices instead 

of beliefs — practices in discerning the will of God in one’s life drawn from 

various faiths. Hence, the guidebook for the training would be inter-faith or 

trans-faith. 

 

Through group discussions and consensual agreements, and after several 

draft versions, we formulated a Guideline for Sub-Group Work. We divided 

ourselves into sub-groups to write guidelines for specific practices and started 

work in June 2023. We planned to proceed in three phases, as follows:  

 

● Phase 1 is drafting the practice guidelines by sub-groups and combining 

them into a draft guidebook;  

● Phase 2 is experiencing or test-practicing the draft Guidebook on God-

Centered Leadership or Gabay sa Maka-Diyos na Pamumuno; and  

● Phase 3 is pilot-testing the Guidebook with selected farmer-leaders in 

Central Luzon. 

 

On 22 May 2023, I received a rhema or inspiration: Write a series of Facebook 

posts summarizing the key ideas underlying our group work. This booklet is 

the result of said inspiration - a compilation of posts made on 23 May to 3 

June 2023 which include the comments made by my friends. 

 

On 5 June 2023, I made a diagram showing the relationships of the work of 

sub-groups and I felt that a practice is missing: discerning one’s life mission, 

which corresponds to the practice of “Three Pointing Fingers”. I noticed that 
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several friends were intently following the daily posts. I then invited them to 

form a new sub-group and several did form a new sub-group. The final 

diagram is shown below. 

 

The intent is to initially limit the circulation of this booklet among the sub-

group members who are all welcome to make comments for improvement.

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5. Three Pointing Fingers 
 

Discerning your unique creative pathway by the method described in the 

previous chapter aligns your daily actions to your life purpose, that is, your  

life mission, calling, vocation, and soul purpose. 

 

After we set up CCLFI5 in 1999, our first client was DLSU Dasmariñas. We 

assisted their deans, directors, and vice president in discerning and drafting 

their Life Mission Statement using "Three Pointing Fingers". Again, these are 

important signs and patterns in one's life that must be discerned and "read" 

or interpreted. 
 

Your life mission can be discerned from 

one’s answers to these three questions, as 

follows: 

1) What are your unique talents? 

2) What are your passions in life? 

3) What direction(s) do your life 

circumstances point to? 
 

Select a quiet place and time when you won't be disturbed. Reflect on your 

life and answer the three questions. Set aside your answers and let them 

simmer in your consciousness for a few days. Your mind did its work; now let 

your heart take over.  
 

Discernment is not a mental process; it is a soul process. Be open and 

watchful for any insight that may come, either gradually or suddenly like an 

aha! experience. When your life mission or soul purpose dawns on you, you 

will feel it in your heart as the right one. 
 

Try the process, you will love it! Doing what you love to do and you can do 

very well—and knowing you are living your life purpose—is very productive, 

satisfying, and fulfilling.

There is so much EXTERNAL noise from 

social media and the internet competing for 

our attention, including extraneous 

mis/disinformation, negative-oriented news, etc. 
 

From my experience, INTERNAL noise mainly comes from our ego-minds: 

● Our mind is ceaselessly active from the time we wake up to the time we 

sleep, 

● The ego tends to bend perception toward its self-serving agenda, 

● Prior beliefs tend to filter or alter the idea or signal received, etc. 

 

Do you have any practice to suggest so that we can manage all this noise that 

interferes with us receiving the right signals? Please place your comments 

below.

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9. Signs You Are Shifting from Ego-Mind to Heart-Soul 
 

In Chapter 8, we touched on two factors affecting the reception of divine 

signals: 

 

1) The ego-mind is a major source of internal noise that interferes with our 

reception of signals, and 

 

2) Sensitivity is the second factor in enhancing reception. (Related to 

Chapter 8) 

 

We can address both factors by shifting the focus of our consciousness from 

our ego-mind to our heart-soul. We hear advice such as "feel within", "follow 

your heart", and "consult your internal compass" - which all mean placing our 

focus on our heart-soul.  

 

Many signs indicate we are 

dwelling less in our ego-mind and 

more in our heart-soul. This 

YouTube video gives twelve signs 

you can apply to yourself:

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10. Ask Your Guardian Angel 
 

Start by asking a question or making a request to your guardian angel.  

 

Some of you may be thinking or asking yourselves, “Aren’t we supposed to 

ask God first?”  

 

Yes! Prayer is one of the spiritual disciplines that helps us receive the right 

signals from God and eliminate the outside noise, this is consistent with the S 

and N ratio we talked about in Chapter 8.  

 

We each have at least one guardian angel assigned to us since birth. They are 

ever ready to help, give advice, provide protection, or answer our questions, 

but they are not allowed to violate or interfere with our free will. They are 

always waiting for an expressed wish, intent, or prayer on our part. Once we 

do, they jump into action! I know, because I have friendly working 

relationships with my guardian angels as well as my spirit guide. 

 

Are you ready to embark on another spiritual adventure in practicing how to 

read external and internal signs or cues? 

 

Tonight, before you sleep, make a request or ask a 

question to your guardian angel. Then, be watchful 

for signs or cues. It can come in many forms: a 

dream, an idea when you wake up, a thought that 

will pop in when your mind is idle during the day, a 

statement by a friend that "hits" you hard, a piece 

of news or information from the internet that 

corresponds to your question, etc. (Art Credits:

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11. Two-Way Prayer 
 

In 1994, I received a very fulfilling and fateful official task: to develop a course 

in pamathalaan or "pamamahala kasama si Bathala" (God-centered 

leadership). I invited friends to form an interfaith group and design the course. 

The result is a Pamathalaan Course consisting of various practices drawn from 

various faiths on how to discern the will of God in one's life. 

 

One of the practices that we adopted for 

pamathalaan was taught by an American 

Protestant pastor (whom I met fortuitously!): 

The Two-Way Prayer.  

 

The seven steps in Two-Way Prayer 

according to Pastor Ben Swett are, as 

follows:  

1) Stop for a moment 

2) Open your heart and mind 

3) Elevate your spirit 

4) Care for another 

5) Inquire of the Lord 

6) Hear the word 

7) Test what you received. 

 

The Two-Way Prayer is discussed in detail in another book by CCLFI, Our 

Hearts and Minds Together: A Practical Handbook in Emotional Intelligence.10  

 

In most of our prayers, we ask God to give or do this or that for us. This time, 

we ask and then we LISTEN. In Two-Way Prayer, we listen within. We discern 

the divine signal from the worldly and self-centered noise. In our Rhema 

Practice Group, we reduce ego-mind noise by (a) asking a question that is 

motivated by love or desire to help somebody else, and (b) doing the prayer 

together as a group (instead of individually) and comparing what we each 

received.

12. Ask God a Question 
 

After the formulation of the Pamathalaan Course (see Chapter 11), I made a 

US trip in December 1996. While browsing the back cover of a book in a San 

Francisco bookstore, this is what I read: 
 

“So go ahead now. Ask Me anything. Anything. I will contrive to bring 

you the answer. The whole universe will I use to do this. So be on the 

lookout; this book is far from My only tool. You may ask a question, then 

put this book down. But watch.  
 

“Listen.  
 

“The words to the next song you hear. The information in the next article 

you read. The storyline of the next movie you watch. The chance 

utterance of the next person you meet. Or the whisper of the next river, 

the next ocean, the next breeze that caresses your ear – all these 

devices are Mine; all these avenues are open to Me. I will speak to you 

if you will listen. I will come to you if you will invite Me. I will show you 

then that I have always been there. 
 

“All ways.”  

 

I felt a jolt like a strong bolt of lightning hit me! 

 

This is exactly Pagbabasa ng Buhay na Aklat (see Chapter 7) and the Muslim 

practice of discerning the two Ayahs (see Chapter 6). This is similar to what 

you do after you ask a question to your guardian angel (see Chapter 10) 

except that this time you are asking God! 

 

This book that I "chanced upon" (coincidence or God’s will?!) is the first 

volume of “Conversations with God: An Uncommon Dialogue” by Neale Donald 

Walsch. He wrote it via "automatic writing", an uncommon gift whereby a 

person asks a question and his hand - with a pen on a ready paper - will write 

the answer involuntarily (not within the person's conscious control).  

 

Relative to knowing our respective creative pathway (in Chapter 4), one of the 

means that we can improve our sensitivity to God’s signals (in Chapter 8) is 

doing the first step of simply asking God about His plans and purposes for 

our lives.  
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Start your conversations with God (no need for automatic writing). Learn to 

listen, wait and watch for signals and various cues for the answer. Begin your 

friendship with God, the ultimate spiritual adventure!
